SHARING THE WORD OF GOD AT HOME 

Praying the Scriptures with the Church 
Couples and parents with children can also choose to integrate family prayer time with the reading of Scripture. The 
Liturgy of the Hours is biblical in content and inspirational through and through. So when praying the Liturgy of the 
Hours as a family, whether Morning or Evening Prayer, your family participates in the common and universal prayer 
of the Church. Again, several handy resources are available to make the daily praying of Morning and Evening Prayer 
simple and sustainable. 
Another practical way to break open God’s Word in the home is through the practice of lectio divina. This ancient 
Christian practice is being recovered in our time, and it was particularly encouraged by the 2008 Synod of Bishops on 
the Word of God in the Life and Mission of the Church. Through a series of steps—reading, meditation, contempla-
tion, and prayer—lectio divina allows the Word of God to bear rich spiritual fruit in the lives of the faithful. Your 
family can also experience the riches of God’s Word by adapting this ancient approach to a meditative and prayerful 
reading of Scripture in the home. Several handy resources, in print and online, explain the steps of lectio divina with 
practical adaptations for the family. A good place to start is the article “Ever Ancient, Ever New: The Art and Practice 
of Lectio Divina,” included among the 2009 Catechetical Sunday materials available from the United States Confer-
ence of Catholic Bishops: www.usccb.org/catecheticalsunday. 
Another often overlooked source for praying with Scripture is the variety of traditional Catholic prayers, such as the 
Our Father, the Hail Mary, and the Rosary. These prayers, being rooted in the Bible, can help families contemplate the 
wisdom of Scripture and the life of Jesus as recorded in the Gospels.
