aflame but not consumed. We have listened to a parable 
about a father, the depth of whose love for his prodigal 
son was almost inconceivable. Today, instead of con-
demning a woman caught in the act of adultery and join-
ing in stoning her to death, the Lord Jesus sends her on 
her way, away from what would have been certain death, 
admonishing her to sin no more. Indeed, God has been 
doing something new in our midst. Even when we are 
trapped in sin, with no perceivable way out, we are of-
fered forgiveness when we turn to the Lord with repen-
tant hearts. Let us remember that God has done some-
thing new in the heart of each of us.

On Holy Thursday, we commemorate the Last Supper 
and Christ’s Passion and approaching crucifixion. Good Friday is a solemn time in which 
we remember the suffering and death on the cross of Jesus Christ. On Holy Saturday we 
observe the Easter Vigil and anticipate Christ’s triumphant resurrection from the dead. The 
Sacred Triduum is the summit of our liturgical year, its glorious fulfillment. Let us observe 
these days as a special time of prayer and meditation.
