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RITES OF HOLY WEEK 
 

They include Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday and Holy Saturday. On Holy Thursday, we commemorate the Last Supper 
and Christ’s Passion and approaching crucifixion. Good Friday is a solemn time in which 
we remember the suffering and death on the cross of Jesus Christ. On Holy Saturday we 
observe the Easter Vigil and anticipate Christ’s triumphant resurrection from the dead. The 
Sacred Triduum is the summit of our liturgical year, its glorious fulfillment. Let us observe 
these days as a special time of prayer and meditation.

LENTEN GUIDE 
If you haven’t gone to confession in a while, Lent is the perfect time to reconcile yourself with God and the church. The 
Schedule of Confessions for this week is in the above Holy Week Schedule. Preparation for confession should include 
an examination of conscience, which means you think back on sins you have committed since your last confession. 
What happens during confession depends on the priest and the person. Most people still start with the formula: “Bless 
me, Father, for I have sinned. It has been (state the number of months or years) since my last confession.” If you can’t 
remember the words or you don’t recall how long it’s been, don’t worry. Just tell the priest it’s been a long time, and he 
will guide you through the process. What you will experience is the healing gift of God’s love, the chance to start over 
with a clean conscience, and an overwhelming sense of gratitude.
