CELEBRATE SACRED TIME AS A 
FAMILY - Make birthdays special.  
 
Celebrating a person’s birth is a central way 
to convey a sense of time’s sacredness. The 
point of celebrating is to convey how much 
you cherish this child, and straightforward 

and simple are usually better than elaborate, as expressed 
through “things.” 
Find a time to sit together with your child and share a spe-
cial message just from you. It might be about the day he or 
she was born, about how much you were looking forward 
to having this child. Or mention traits of this child that 
bring you joy. If you do that early in the day, I’ll bet the 
rest of the day goes well, no matter how many kids show 
up for the party. 

ASCENSION - In the Gospel reading from Luke, the disci-
ples are told to wait in Jerusalem for the promise of the Fa-
ther, the power of the Holy Spirit. What might this mean? 
Jesus has said that his message and  his ministry were 
something new. He said that he was calling his followers to 
a new way of thinking, doing, and being. What does it 
mean that Jesus is in heaven with the Father, and yet with 
us always on earth? Soon the disciples would understand, 
as we understand, that it is through the work of the church, 
the fellowship of the baptized, that Christ walks among us 
every day, spreading the Good News of salvation. It is be-
cause of the power of the Christ in his church that we can 
pray with Paul in his letter to the Ephesians: “May the God 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, the 
Father of glory, give you a 
Spirit of wisdom and revela-
tion resulting in knowledge of
