The parable in to-

day's Gospel is one of the

best known of all the

teachings of Jesus. The

term "Good Samaritan" has

been used to name various

charitable organizations

and is even the official

name of one state's emer-

gency roadside assistance

program that helps

stranded motorists. With

the prevalence of the terminology used to describe vari-
ous activities in our day, we might be led to forget the
message of this Gospel passage. This man, this Samari-
tan, was the only one who offered the beaten man help.
Samaritans, remember, were considered the lowest of
the low in the time of Christ. A good Jewish person
would not even have gone near a Samaritan for fear of
being rendered impure. The Samaritan was motivated
solely by the sense that the poor man needed help. He
didn't care about religious or social status. And Jesus'

message is that we are to do the same.

FOOD PROGRAM FEEDS THOUSANDS EACH MONTH

Every second Wednesday morning at about 3:00 AM our truck leaves the Riviera Beach warechouse heading for the
Publix Distribution Center in Lakeland, FL. There it is loaded with pallets containing about 300 cases of surplus food.
By 11:00 AM the driver has returned to our Riviera warehouse and the pallets are unloaded. On the following Friday,
about a dozen volunteers (mostly from St. Paul of the Cross) arrive and, under the direction Mike Marino, begin sort-
ing the food into boxes and packages for distribution to our clients. The food has to be sorted to provide a balance of
groceries so that full meals can be made by the client. Since we have no control over what comes in, we sometimes
have to buy additional food so the boxes are truly useful. The value of the food in each box is about sixty to eighty
dollars. The Society has been providing this food free of charge to all agencies.

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WHO IS MY NEIGHBOR?

In this questioning and counter-questioning with Jesus, this lawyer revealed a
deep sensitivity to the word of the Lord. Unlike most of the other experts in Judaism—
who were among Jesus’ most bitter opponents—this one got to the heart of the entire
plan of God with two simple commands: Love God, and love your neighbor.

In his answer, the lawyer demonstrated what Moses told the Israelites centu-
ries earlier: “The word is very near you; it is in your mouth and in your
heart” (Deuteronomy 30:14). He showed that the way of God is written, almost geneti-
cally, within the impulses of our human nature, and for this he won Jesus’ approval.

Brothers and sisters, the gospel isn’t hard to understand. It’s not a complex set of theological formulas. We don’t
need years of education to get to its core. God has written it on our hearts, and in the depths of our conscience, we all
know the truth.

But there is more to this passage than a conversation between two religious leaders. Jesus not only told the lawyer
that he was on the right track, he also said: “Do this and you will live” (Luke 10:28). Evidently, it’s not enough for us
to understand the truth. Our understanding should lead us to doing the truth as well. So in the end, the gospel is just as
demanding as it is simple.

Whenever we hear God’s word proclaimed at Mass, Jesus tells us: “Go and do likewise” (Luke 10:37). He asks us
to embrace the simplicity of his message and to silence the inner voices that try to make excuses and to protest that Je-
sus is asking too much. Moses was right: The word is not far from us at all. The Holy Spirit—the love and power of
God—is always with us to teach us and to empower us..

“Thank you, Jesus, for writing your words on my heart. By the power of your Spirit, give me the courage and humility
to go and do the works of your gospel. Jesus, make me more like you.”
