DON'T BE ANXIOUS 
 

 One can wonder how Luke's Gospel passage today might have been differ-
ent if Mary, not Martha, had been the one to complain to Jesus, if Mary had said 
"Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your wisdom and all she can think about 
is supper." Jesus may have noted, as Luke does, that Martha was burdened with 
much serving. Later in his writings, this same evangelist will describe in Acts how 
the early community set aside people whose ministry it is to see to the serving at 
table. 
 As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human needs that had to be 
tended. He doesn't deny this, nor does he chastise Martha for her working in ser-

vice. He chides her for being anxious and worried. How can Martha--or any of us--be anxious or worried 
about the serving that needs to be done when we do it in the context of the Lord's will and wisdom? The 
Church has done more than any other institution to bear the heavy burdens of serving the ill, the uneducated, 
the suffering; has been "Martha" to countless of the little ones whom Christ told us were his very presence. 
But the Church has borne the burdens of service from the position of Mary: at the feet of the Lord, listening 
to and being guided by his word.

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WHY GO TO CHURCH? 
A Church goer wrote a letter to the editor of a newspaper and complained that it made no sense to go to church 
every Sunday. “I’ve gone for 30 years now,” he wrote, “and in that time I have heard something like 3,000 
sermons. But for the life of me, I can’t remember a single one of them. So, I think I’m wasting my time and 
the pastors are wasting theirs by giving sermons at all.” 
This started a real controversy in the “Letter to the Editor” column, much to the delight of the editor. It went 
on for weeks until someone wrote this clincher: 
“I’ve been married for 30 years now. In that time my wife  has cooked some 32,000 meals. But, for the life of 
me, I cannot recall the entire menu for a single one of those meals.

SACRED TIME AS FAMILY 
Even with hectic schedules, it’s easy for families to 
grow in faith together by celebrating the sacred in sim-
ple and routine activities.
